Public Hearing to Approve a Mitigated Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring Program for the 18” Pipeline Project for the UC MBEST and the Marina Airport Areas:

Mr. Meza briefed the Board on the Mitigated Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring Program for the 18” Pipeline Project for the UC MBEST and the Marina Airport areas.  Mr. Meza stated that the public reviewed the EA/IS for 30 days and comments were received and responses prepared.  

President Bryson opened the Pubic Hearing by requesting comments from the audience.  There were no comments.

Director Moore questioned if the construction would take place before 8:00 a.m. within the CSUMB housing area.  He questioned if there was a County Ordinance that specifies construction hours in residential areas.  Staff will investigate.  Director Moore also asked if the environmental aspects have been taken care of; i.e. seed gathering for the endangered plants.  Mr. Meza assured him that seeds have been collected.

Director Moore requested that the fourth paragraph in Resolution 2000-16 be changed from “where not significant” to “where no significant”.  He also requested that a phrase be added to Attachment B that states the construction hours shall be within those set by the County Ordinance.

Approve and Authorize the General Manager to Sign the Following Easement Agreements Related to the Public Benefit Conveyance of the Water and Wastewater Collection Utilities on Fort Ord

Easement for Water and Wastewater Distribution Systems Located on the Presidio of Monterey Annex

2.
Easement for Water and Wastewater Distribution Systems Located on the Former Fort Ord:

Mr. Laska gave a brief overview of the progress of the Public Benefit Conveyance for the water and wastewater collection utilities in Fort Ord.  He explained that now with the EDC complete, the District’s application is being processed.  The Army has revised the application to transfer the pumps, the pipes, the structures, improvements, rights of entitlements, and utilities systems, in one document stripped of any “real property” interests.  Real property such as easements, rights of way, pump houses, reservoirs, lift stations, and parcels will be addressed in a separate application.  The Army will then convey the application to HHS whom will then pass it to the District.

Mr. Laska informed the Board that legal counsel reviewed the attachments.  “Associated with the ownership of the water rights being transferred herein” shall be added on pages 150, 179, 180, and 181 wherever water rights are being transferred.

Director Moore questioned what the current timeline is for the PBC to take place.  Mr. Laska stated that it could be as soon as August 1, 2000.  The Army is now renewing and authorizing the Cooperative Agreement on a monthly basis in preparation for the PBC.

Director Moore asked if the District has notified the new customers of the impending transfer of utilities in Fort Ord.  Mr. Laska stated that several large customers make up over 90% of the new customer base.  Those customers have been notified already that the District will be sending bills soon and approximately what the amounts will be.  Director Moore stated that he would like to see an open forum for new Fort Ord customers.

President Bryson requested a timeline showing how long it will take to recover funds expended to upgrade and improve the infrastructure.  Mr. Laska stated that a timeline has been developed already and will provide it to the Board at the next meeting.
